Factors that increase conservation concern
Habitat is rare, small, vulnerable to invasives and 
succession.  Plants vulnerable to deer browse.

Factors negatively affecting populations are ongoing.

Most of the "extant" occurrences have not been found 
by recent surveys.

Factors that decrease conservation concern

Individuals may be missed if they are browsed by deer 
or are dormant.

habitat hard to locate; dormant populations could be 
missed.
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
